From a lefty’s perspective, consumer relief is
long overdue. If you are a lefty or live with one,
you know how miserable it is for lefties to try to
use Scissors,

can openers, three-ring binders,

grapefruit knives, corkscrews, or other basic
items designed for right-handed people. The
left-handed co-chief executive of Research In
Motion, maker of the BlackBerry, has admitted
that with its right-side tracking wheel and scroll
button, the BlackBerry was designed with only

the righty in mind. But so far, it hasn’t been

cost-effective to design one for lefties.

But now lefties are on the march, growing in
numbers — and it wont be long before
marketers stop shunning them and instead grab
the edge in the lefty marketplace, with more
swappable handles on their products and more
alternative southpaw versions.

The bottom line is that the rise of southpaws
means not just that we’ll have more lefties in
school and in the workplace — but also that
society is becoming more tolerant and ultimately
more able to build on self-expression instead of
suppressing it.
