obtaining new evidence to test a hypothesis or

solution. What's the best type of evidence?
Here is a principle that may seem puzzling to
you: The best we can do to test our ideas is to
seek evidence that will disconfirm them, rather
than look for evidence that supports them.
Why? Because the most informative piece of
evidence we can obtain is one that rules out a
hypothesis or idea. Disconfirming evidence
proves conclusively that our idea cannot be true
in its current form. In contrast, confirming
evidence only supports our idea. It doesn’t
prove it with certainty, for some future
observation will possibly disconfirm it or another
explanation will fit the facts even better.
Especially in the area of causal beliefs, you can
be absolutely sure when youre wrong about
something, but you can’'t be absolutely sure
when you’re right.
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Genuine acceptance of emotions cannot be
conditional or instrumental. If the only reason
we give ourselves the permission to be human
is as a means to an end — so that we can
succeed more, for instance - then we are
engaging in what I think of as
pseudo-acceptance. And this does not work. In
the case of my anxiety about public speaking, it
would not have helped if | had told myself
something like, “OK, let me do this acceptance
of anxiety thing so that | can deliver a perfect
lecture with perfect calm.” We have to truly
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accept our emotions for what they are and truly
be willing to live with them. This means that we
have to accept painful emotions even when they
persist beyond our wants or wishes. Genuine
acceptance is about accepting that we are upset
and then accepting that we might not feel better
even though we accept that we are upset.

Anna Gislen, a Swedish researcher,

water and found that they were more than twice
as skillful as European children. The Gypsies
learned to control the shape of their lenses, and
more significantly, to control the size of their
pupils, contracting them twenty-two percent. This
is a remarkable finding, because human pupils
reflexively get larger under water, and pupil
adjustment has been thought to be a fixed,
inborn reflex, controlled by the brain and
nervous system.

This ability of the Sea Gypsies to see under
water isn’'t the product of a unique genetic
endowment. Gislen has since taught Swedish
children to contract their pupils to see under
water. This is one instance of the brain and
nervous system showing unexpected training
effects that alter what was thought to be a
hardwired, unchangeable circuit.
