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Researchers have learned that when people
experience painful emotions, they find creative
ways to minimize their pain. They distract
themselves from their misfortunes, perhaps by
visiting with friends or pursuing pleasurable
activities. When distraction fails, they find ways
to convince themselves that their misfortunes
are not really so serious. For example, a man
criticized by his boss might minimize the impact
of that criticism by attributing it to forces beyond

around together, playing games, showing every
sign of affection. Two months later Pauline died
from an infection of the wound that was caused
during her capture. As she died, her companion
circled round her constantly, emitting a shrill
whistle of distress. When she was dead, he
continued his cries, swimming round and round
for three days, refusing all food. Then he, too,
died. An autopsy showed an ulcerous condition
aggravated by his refusal to eat. Peritonitis

followed, and proved fatal. His ceaseless
