allowed domestic trade in ivory and allowed
landowners and local tribes to benefit financially
from the presence of elephants through quasi -
private ownership arrangements. The result?
From 1979 to 1989, property rights helped push
elephant numbers from 50,000 up to 94,000 in
Zimbabwe and Botswana, while Kenya’s
elephant population fell from 65,000 to 19,000.
Between 1989 and 1995, elephant populations
in Zimbabwe and Botswana rose by about 15
percent, while the rest of Africa lost about 20

percent of its elephants.
