From the reader’s point of view, it is essential
to be able to rely on translation - not only on
the text,
generally on

but on the translator as well, and

the entire translation process.
Because this is important to publishers, it will
be important to the translator as well; the
pragmatic considerations of keeping his or her
job (for in-house people) or continuing to get
offered jobs (for freelancers) will mandate a
willingness to satisfy an employer's or client’s
needs.

But for the translator a higher consideration
than money or continued employability is
something else. Translators all want to feel that
the job they are doing is important, that they do
it well, and that the people they do it for
appreciate their work. Most people, in fact,
would rather feel proud of a job that pays less
than get rich doing things they don’t believe in.
Despite the high value placed on making a lot
of money, a high salary gives little pleasure

without self-esteem in the work.

The extroverts don't disguise their
contempt for the uncommunicative introverts,
who selfishly refuse to keep the discussion
alive; they cannot understand why their mute
colleagues don't do their bit to carry some of
the conversational load. At the same time, the
introverts have nothing but contempt for their
talkative counterparts; why not, they wonder,
wait until you've got something worth saying

before opening your mouth.

An ecologist Robert Paine demonstrated

experimentally that predation has a strong hand

in shaping the structure of biological

communities by influencing the outcome of
competitive interactions between prey species.
On the exposed rocky coast of Washington, the
intertidal zone harbors several species of
barnacles, gooseneck barnacles, mussels and
others; these are preyed upon by the starfish,
Pisaster. In one experiment, Paine removed
starfish from a study area 8m in length and 2m
in vertical extent; a neighboring area of similar
size was left undisturbed. Following the removal
of starfish, the number of prey species in the
experimental plot decreased rapidly, from fifteen
at the beginning of the study to eight at the
end. Diversity declined in the experimental area
because populations of barnacles and mussels
increased and crowded out many of the other
